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Dues Still 
Due from 
Some 
We send a hearty thank 
you to all homeowners 
who paid their dues this 
fall. Your dues help to 
maintain the 
common areas 
and keep our 
neighborhood 
well-tended. 
We are making 
progress 
collecting dues 
from home 
owners who still owe dues 
from 2007 or before. We 
mailed invoices early in 
September and follow-up 
notices of delinquency in 
November and December 
to those who may have 

overlooked this obligation. 
We’ve been patient, 
especially this year, since 
it has been a while since 
we’ve had regular 
communications. Of 
course, our patience must 
be balanced with 
fulfillment of duty. 
Payment of Association 
dues is required by our 

deed 
restrictions—
documents each 
of us received 
when we 
purchased our 
homes. A 
complete copy of 
our deed 

restrictions is posted on 
our website. The 
restrictions say, in part, 
that the Association is 
“empowered to levy, 
assess, and collect...$35 
per year from each...lot 

owner in...Indian Run 
Meadows.” If a 
homeowner's dues remain 
in arrears for more than 60 
days, the unpaid amount 
“shall become a lien on 
such lot.”  
For those who still owe, 
we ask that you mail your 
payment without delay to 
IRMCA, PO Box 1960, 

Dublin, OH 43017. We 
simply have no desire to 
resort to legal action in any 
case—but as officers of 
this Association, it is our 
obligation to follow 
through on behalf of all the 
homeowners who have 
honored their obligations 
to the Association and 
their neighbors and who 
have faithfully paid their 
dues year after year. We 
will take the action that is 
necessary. 
 



In October 1999, GE recalled some 
dishwashers manufactured between 
April 1983 and January 1989. This 
recall affected neighbors in Indian 
Run Meadows since many of the 
houses included GE dishwashers 
from the original contractor. Anyone 
who took advantage of the recall 
credit and purchased another GE 
dishwasher may find that their 
replacement dishwasher has likewise 
been recalled for some of the same 
reasons. If you have a GE 
dishwasher, check online at http://
www.geappliances.com/products/
recall/ or call the GE Recall Hotline 
at 1-877-607-6395. You will need 
your model and serial number. The 
remedy can be as simple as having a 
GE repairman come to your home to 
replace a part. The work takes under 

an hour and the fix is free!

Dublin Police Department offers 
house-watch services to all in their 
jurisdiction. If you plan to be away 
from home, call to schedule your 
house-watch—a minimum of three 
days up to an unlimited number of 
days. The police require that the 
house be vacant for the duration of 
your leave (no one coming and going 
to watch your pets, etc). Contact the
