Questions from the Mailbag

What authority did
Laura Sutterer have to
appoint a replacement
for the vacant vice
president’s position?

We are doing our best to
follow our constitution.
Our response—and
yours—to the vacancy is
an example of our differing
takes on the procedures
stated in our constitution.
We are hoping to clarify
its vagueness by amending
it and bringing the
proposed revisions to our
community for a vote later
this year.

Our appointing Michael
Welsh to the Board
fulfilled our desire to keep
the business of the newly
revived Association on
target and to carry out
our duties as we believed
it was spelled out in the
IRM constitution.

Indeed, the United States’
own Constitution was
amended in 1967 with the
25" Amendment that gives
the President authority to

appoint a Vice President
when the position is
vacated. Such an
appointment must be
approved by the Congress.
In our case, we took
Laura’s proposed
appointee to the Board
for a vote—and Michael
Welsh’s appointment was
approved by the other
two board members.

Can you make my
neighbor take down his
satellite dish?

Although our deed
restrictions state a
prohibition of TV antennas
and satellites, a 1996 FCC
rule overrides most local
restrictions for satellite
dishes that are less than
one meter in diameter.
Therefore, we will not
attempt to have any such
satellite dishes removed.

Why did Dublin cut
down so many street
trees last year?

Dublin is bound by the
provisions of the
Americans with
Disabilities Act that
requires accessible
sidewalks. When tree
roots are substantially
raising sections of
sidewalk, it causes
problems for those with
mobility challenges. When
the large trees were
removed, they were
replaced with trees less
likely to cause future root
damage to the sidewalks.
At the same time, the
damaged portions of our
sidewalks were repaired

The Status of Our Association

Dues

Thanks to everyone who has
brought his dues assessments up-to-
date! Community support allows us
to plant and maintain the public
areas of our neighborhood and work
to encourage adherence to
community property standards—
among other things.

We will begin to file liens against the
few property owners who still owe
dues—something your Board
believes is necessary to fulfill our
duty to all property owners. Only 17
property owners (just 5 percent)
remain who owe more than one
year’s dues. Only eight owners
remain who owe from last year
alone. That means 93 percent have
paid their annual dues and are
supporting the efforts of our
community. More than $10,000 in
dues has been paid and only about
$2,100 remains to be collected.

We ask that any owner who
believes our records are not correct
to call or write our treasurer, Amy
Lytle, with your concerns (see page
| for contact information). We will
begin the process of filing liens
against those whose dues are most
egregiously in arrears and continue
to file until all unpaid accounts are
filed with the Franklin County
Recorder.

We believe we have given all
property owners ample notice and
have been more than fair in opening
the avenues for communication to
hear everyone’s questions and
concerns. There comes a time when
we must take a stand on behalf of all
dues-paying owners. That time is
now.

Zoning Issue

The Planning and Zoning
Commission and the Dublin City
Council have been considering the
request from the property owners
to rezone three parcels that are
situated at the northeast corner of
Post and Avery-Muirfield Roads. If
you’d like to learn more or send
your comments to the City Council,
check our link on the IRM website.

Rental Owners Must
Register
All property owners who rent
their homes are required by
statute to register with the
county auditor. House Bill 294
(eff. September 28, 2006) and
Sub. House Bill 119 (eff.
September 29, 2007) require an
owner of residential rental
property to file this information
with the county auditor:
o Name, address, and phone
number of the owner or

contact agent;

Street address and parcel
number of the residential rental
property;

For owners who reside out-of-
state, the name, address, and
telephone number of an in-
state agent; and

Within 60 days of any changes
in the listed information, notice
of the new name, address, or
phone numbers.

Failure to provide the required
information can result in fines of
$50 to $150 per parcel notice
(ORC 149.43).

Light the Night

llluminating your porch or lamp-
posts at night provides protec-
tion for your home and pedes-
trians. Compact Fluorescent
Lamps (CFL) are widely avail-
able and use approximately one
quarter the power of conven-
tional incandescent lamps, and
they have been greatly im-
proved in recent years.
